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The Scripture has much to say about “time” and “times” as it would relate to people...like you and me. We have learned that time is a precious gift and should be used wisely.  And we have even been commanded by the Lord to accomplish certain things that require time and so the Lord has even directed our proper use of this gift called “time”.


The Bible also informs us how the “times” around us will be.  That is the “condition” of things.  We are told that for sure there has been and will continue to be “troublesome times”.  And, indeed, we only have to read the newspaper or watch a few minutes of TV to understand the reality of this!  So, the question then might be, “What am I to do in times like these”?  I am glad you asked that, for God has not left us without instructions to aid us in the answer.  Time or space here does not allow any exhaustive treatment of this question, but several observations and suggestions may be made.  What does our Heavenly father require of us “in times like these”? May I suggest just a few here...and may I challenge you to get out your notebook and add to the list?


As individuals, totally give all we have and are to Him unselfishly for His use.  Make all we are and have available to Him, no matter how small we think it may be, and then watch what “My Father” can do with it to build His Kingdom.  Once this decision has been made, then trust Him to take care of our needs.  His Word makes it clear that He will do just that.  And make time to pray and read the Bible regularly.  


As families, make Him the center of all activity.  Keep up family devotions which are very important to young children particularly.  It is here they learn much about the Saviour.  Help them to understand the importance of a regular time to read the Bible and pray.  Not just as a family, but themselves as individuals.  Help them to depend on the Lord for guidance, help and provision.  Help them to make the Lord the first one they always go to for help as they grow up and mature.  Help them to understand how much He wants to be involved in their everyday lives and how much He wants to help them in everything.


As a Church, continue to do “our Father’s business” just as we have learned from the Scripture.  Worship is our main emphasis as we gather.  This worship is to be God-centered and not man-centered.  We are to praise Him for His unspeakable gift to us, and His loving care.  We are to examine the Scripture and be sure that all we do is based on the teaching from His Word to us.  We keep preaching , keep witnessing, keep helping those in need.  We continually strive to do the impossible with what we have, and trust Him to multiply our resources and efforts to accomplish what only He can.  We do not stop worshiping, or preaching, or studying or witnessing because of opposition from the world.  We keep our eyes fast upon our Lord and His Word, and keep on going.  Yes, the “times” around us are evil...that has not changed.  Neither has the urgency of our Father’s business changed.  Neither has His promise for provision, help and protection changed.  So, what can we do “in times like these”?  Don’t give an inch to the Devil or the world.  Continue to labor for the Lord, putting Him first in everything.  And even more so as we “see that day approaching!”
